Sample guestions to determine sacramental “readiness”
The following are sample questions a pastor or his delegate could use in a meeting with a child and their family
to help determine if the child is disposed to receive the sacrament.

This is a resource that is meant to help you in a conversation with a child. "Perfect answers" should not be
required from children.
